The Texas Higher Education Coordinating Board (Coordinating Board) proposes amendments to Texas
Administrative Code, Title 19, Part 1, Chapter 4, Subchapter B, §§ 4.22, 4.23, 4.27, 4.29, 4.32, 4.34, and
4.39, concerning transfer of credit, core curriculum, and field of study curricula. Specifically, this
amendment will encourage transferability of lower division course credit among institutions of higher
education and implement the requirements of Senate Bill 1887 (88R).

This amendment will encourage the transferability of lower division course credit among institutions of
higher education, and especially provide for the smooth transfer of lower division credit through core
curricula, field of study curricula, and a procedure for the resolution of transfer disputes. The Board is
authorized to adopt rules and establish policies and procedures for the development, adoption,
implementation, funding, and evaluation of core curricula, field of study curricula, and a transfer dispute
resolution process under Texas Education Code, §§ 61.059, 61.0512, 61.0593, 61.821 — 61.828, and
61.834.

areas de estudios. En términos concretos, esta modificacion fomentara la transferibilidad de créditos de
cursos de division inferior entre instituciones de educacion superior e implementard los requisitos de la
Ley 1887 del Senado (88R).

Esta modificacion fomentard la transferibilidad de créditos de cursos de division inferior entre
instituciones de educacidn superior y, en particular, prevera la transferencia sin problemas de créditos de
division inferior mediante curriculos basicos, curriculos de areas de estudios y un procedimiento para la
resolucién de controversias en materia de transferencias. La Junta estd autorizada a adoptar reglas y
establecer politicas y procedimientos para el desarrollo, la adopcidn, la implementacion, la financiacion y
la evaluacién de curriculos basicos, curriculos de area de estudios y un proceso de resolucién de
controversias en materia de transferencias, de conformidad con las secciones [§§] 61.059, 61.0512,
61.0593, 61.821 2 61.828 y 61.834 del Cddigo de Educacidn de Texas.
